   The first part of the program was by Phil 
Giordano showing how to use on-camera hot-shoe 
flash indoors and how to get the exposure that you 
want.  He demonstrated the different effects by 
changing the direction of the flash. By bouncing the 
light it became softer rather than shooting directly 
at the subject producing a hard light. Phil did a 
great job explaining in basic terms the often 
confusing subject of flash photography.  He will be 
posting all his notes on the website. 
 
   The second part of the program was a 
presentation by Jim West on HDR (High Dynamic 
Range).  He discussed the pros and cons of using 
RAW versus jpeg when shooting.  He then 
demonstrated how he takes his RAW images, 
converts them to TIFFs and then how he combines 
the images into one image using HDR.  The images 
that he combines run the tonal range from 
highlights to shadows. The end result is an image 
that has detail in both the highlights as well as the 
shadows.  Jim will also post his notes on the 
website.

23 Dr. Robert Rosenthal, an economics Professor 
at Stone Hill College was our guest presenter. 
 
     Dr Robert Rosenthal presented 3 photo 
expressions. In all cases I guess you could say you 
cannot separate the Professor from the 
photographer. His photography is always trying to 
capture the past vs. the present, the poor vs. the 
entitled, or just change in progress. 
  
     Dr. Rosenthal used a slide show format to 
expose the life in Havana Cuba. Very few 
Americans have had the opportunity to see life 
through the lens of a camera about a country so 
close to our shores and so poor. We were shown 2 
sides of Cuba ïthe everyday life of poverty of the 
Cubans and the music and dance of a proud 
people. After the first presentation Dr Rosenthal 
was available for questions. If you could measure 
audience interest by the number of questions and 
types of questions Dr Rosenthal was successful in 
conveying what he experience there to Stony Brook 
memberships. 
 
     Dr. Rosenthal then took us the county of China. 
His slides here where divided between the 
countryside the people and poverty of an emerging 
nation. A dialog followed where members asked 
interesting questions of the land and people.  
 
     The third slide show was of Paris, a land of 
fashion and love.  I cannot speak for everyone but 
the use of photography to capture a moment in time 
was well mastered through the works of Dr.
